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SUPREME COURT HEARS ORAL ARGUMENTS IN BOUNDS
CASE CHALLENGING THE DOMESTIC WELL STATUTE

On October 13, the New Mexico
Supreme Court heard oral arguments in
the companion cases Bounds v. D’Antonio
and New Mexico Farm & Livestock Bureau
v. D’Antonio, each of which concerns the
constitutionality of the New Mexico Domestic
Well Statute, NMSA 1978, Section 72-12-
1.1. Horace Bounds, a farmer in the Mimbres
Basin, and the New Mexico Farm & Livestock
Bureau ("NMFLB") contend the Domestic Well
Statute ("DWS") is unconstitutional because
it requires the State Engineer to issue
permits for domestic wells without requiring
an applicant to comply with the notice and
hearing procedures required for larger,
non-domestic groundwater appropriations.
The DWS requires that the State Engineer
issue a well permit to anyone applying to
use groundwater for limited noncommercial
irrigation of one acre or less, or for household
or other domestic uses.

The case was filed by farmer Horace
Bounds, Jr., who claims that 45 domestic
wells drilled near his farm in recent years
are drying up the Upper Mimbres River and
impairing his senior 1869 water rights. The
NMFLB intervened in the case in support of
Bounds. Although Bounds did not prove any
actual impairment or damage to his water
rights from the surrounding wells, in 2008, the
trial court ruled that the automatic approval
of domestic well applications violates the
state doctrine of prior appropriation and
impairs the due process rights of senior water
rights holders. The trial court also ruled
that domestic well permits must be issued
in accordance with the notice and hearing
procedures required for larger water rights
appropriations, with no automatic permit
issuance. It is estimated that the State
Engineer issues at least 7,000 domestic well

permits per year, so the trial court’s decision
likely would overwhelm State Engineer
staff and greatly increase the cost and time
burdens associated with obtaining a permit.

The State Engineer appealed, and the Court
of Appeals reversed the trial court, holding
that the DWS is constitutional because the
Legislature has the authority to regulate
water appropriations and to determine that
domestic well applications are entitled to the
streamlined process set out in Section 72-
12-1.1. Both Bounds and the NMFLB then
appealed to the Supreme Court.

In their appeal to the Supreme Court,
Bounds and NMFLB have argued that the
DWS violates the due process rights of senior
water users because it creates a hierarchy of
uses favoring domestic wells. In addition,
Bounds contends that anyone who needs a
domestic well permit should be required to
buy existing water rights and move them
into the well.

The New Mexico Ground Water
Association ("NMGWA") participated in both
the Court of Appeals and the Supreme Court
by filing an amicus curiae (friend of the
court) brief supporting the State Engineer
and the constitutionality of the DWS. At the
encouragement of Marvin Magee, current
President of the NMGWA, the Water Systems
Council and the National Ground Water
Association also filed amicus briefs supporting
the State Engineer. In sum, NMGWA argued
that the Legislature’s determination that
domestic well applications are entitled
to a streamlined permitting process is
appropriate because domestic wells are de
minimus in nature and do not impair senior
surface water rights. Requiring domestic
well applicants to comply with the full notice
and hearing requirements imposed on non-
domestic applicants would have severe
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adverse consequences for both residents
of rural New Mexico and the well drilling
industry, with no benefit to senior water
rights owners. Indeed, Bounds has proved
no harm to his senior irrigation rights from
domestic wells.

During oral argument, the Supreme
Court showed significant interest in this
case, peppering the lawyers for Bounds and
the NMFLB with many questions. Justices
Bosson and Daniels noted that Bounds has
not shown any impairment from domestic
wells, and Justice Bosson asked the lawyer
for Bounds to explain why the Legislature
has no authority to determine that domestic
wells are entitled to a streamlined permitting
process given the small amount of water
involved. In response, Bounds’ counsel
simply stated that each new domestic well
necessarily impairs senior water rights in a
fully appropriated basin like the Mimbres.
Justice Daniels then noted that, under
Mathers v. Texaco, the lowering of the
water table does not constitute impairment.
Justice Bosson commented that the
DWS has been in effect for more than 60
years and the framers of the New Mexico
Constitution likely never intended to restrict
domestic wells because domestic wells were
not regulated at the time the Constitution
was drafted. Assuming that a domestic well
permit automatically impairs senior water
rights, counsel for the NMFLB argued that the
DWS is unconstitutional because the lack of
prior notice and a hearing deprives all senior
water users of a property right without due
process of law. Several justices questioned
whether issuance of a permit under the
DWS necessarily impairs senior water rights
and whether due process protections apply.
However, the Court did seem concerned
about the “double dipping” issue, where a
farmer like Bounds strips off and sells his
irrigation water rights for use elsewhere
and then sells his land to a developer for a

subdivision, with water for the houses then
supplied by domestic wells.

The Supreme Court also asked
questions of counsel for the State Engineer,
particularly regarding the potential impacts
of the increasing number of domestic well
permits and the double dipping issue. The
State Engineer’s attorney explained that it
is not possible to show that one domestic
well will impair a senior water right, so
the notice and hearing procedures would
accomplish nothing. Further, the fact that a
groundwater basin is fully appropriated does
not mean water is unavailable for domestic
use because not all water rights are exercised
at the same time. But, should a priority call
be necessary, the State Engineer would cut
off outdoor use of domestic wells.

There is no deadline for the Supreme
Court to decide the case, but it likely will
decide this matter within the next six
months. Given the Court’s concern about
Bounds’ failure to show impairment, the
Court could determine that this case is not
“ripe” (not ready for a court to decide) and
dismiss the case entirely. If that happens,
the State Engineer can continue to apply
the DWS and issue domestic well permits
without notice and hearing. If the Court
finds that this case is ripe for decision, it will
issue an opinion explaining why the DWS is
or is not constitutional.
